Beattie The Canadian Society of Painters in Water 
Colour/ La Société Canadienne de Peintres en 
Aquarelle (CSPWC/SCPA) was founded on 
November 11, 1925, in Toronto.  It is incorpo-
rated and is recognized as Canada’s official 
national watercolour society. It is the Cana-
dian equivalent of societies such as the 
American Watercolor Society, U.S.A.; and the 
Royal Watercolour Society, U.K.

The Canadian Society of Painters in Water 
Colour recognizes, encourages, and nurtures 
excellence of work in the medium of water-
colour. To this end it plans and holds semi-
nars, demonstrations and open watercolour 
painting competition exhibits to foster interest 
in, and appreciation of, the work of watercol-
ourists,  and to encourage them to become 
members of the Society, which provides a 
forum for artists who express their creativity 
in this medium.

Membership is a mark of achieving peer 
recognition of painting in watercolour. The 
elected members are entitled to use the Soci-
ety’s initials CSPWC, French SCPA, after 
their names. Since the 1980’s the Society has 
enjoyed Vice-Regal Patronage from the in-
cumbent Governor-General of Canada with 
the official honour as the only arts related 
organization granted the right to have its 
membership diplomas signed by the current 
Patron, the Governor-General of Canada.

CSPWC currently has a membership of 
284 elected members. There are an additional 
220 associate members, a category open to 
anyone interested in watercolour painting or 
aspiring to become an elected member. The 
organization has been based in Toronto but 
since the 1980’s has taken measures to be a 
fully national organization with seven Re-
gional Directors across Canada.

There are a few points to keep in mind in regard to logo design.  
Things to consider are that when it comes to seeing a logo, it 
makes one wonder,  “Why didn’t I think of that, what is it about 
the design that gives that impression or what makes a good 
logo?”

Iconic logos are: Describable, Memorable, Effective without 
Colour, Scalable, i.e. work when just an inch in size and relevant 
to the society in question.

Points one and two go hand-in-hand, because if you can’t de-
scribe what a logo looks like then how will you be able to re-
member it?

Point three is important because colour is secondary to the 
shape and form. If the mark doesn’t work in black only, no 
amount of colour will rescue it.

Point four is vital since the logo could be used in different sizes 
(forms, envelopes, pens, pins or posters etc.)

The design must be relevant for the business, or in this case, the 
society it identifies. This is accomplished through an understand-
ing of the society involved, and helps to differentiate from closely 
associated societies or organizations. Please submit material to

Please make designs fit within a 6-inch width x 5-inch heighth 
size.   Submissions can be in black and white, colour, or both, but 
are limited to three separate concepts in total. The concepts are 
open to include letters, words and graphics.

The layering of a variety of 
media offers Jean an assortment of possibilities within her work; quality 
of edge, line and texture all play a role within her imagery.

Bill’s work is a reaction to the landscape, people, their animals or a any-
thing that inspires him. He works on location most of the time for 
smaller pieces feeling this gives him the knowledge and experience to 
accurately translate photos and sketches into larger studio work. When 
painting he tries to reach a state of mind where his reactions are intuitive 
and when he does, his finest work occurs.

Many people imagine an artist’s life to be solitary, but Randell’s home is 
always bustling with enthusiasm, excitement, ideas and new paintings 
as she opens her home and studio to her many students throughout the 
year. Originally from Montreal and with a degree in Fine Arts from 
Concordia University, Randell travelled and painted her way across 
Europe, Turkey, North Africa, Britain and several Mediterranean islands 
for more than six years, and continues until today. Randell paints eight 
hours a day and is working on a series with material from her recent 
travels to Ireland, Scotland, England and The Netherlands. Randell’s 
watercolours are highly detailed, with intense colour that capture a 
strong sense of light, atmosphere and realism. Her architectural works 
and still life paintings have made her an award winning International 
artist. Her achievements include: exhibitions at Stirling Castle, Scotland; 
the National Gallery of Watercolours, Mexico City; the University of 
Indiana, being featured on CTV’s Regional Contact and having the 
honour of being juried into the Canadian Society of Painters in Water-
colour (CSPWC). Randell’s next collection of works will be double and 
multiple portraits of people around the turn of the 21st century, in their 
typical everyday settings. The first in the series won the President’s 
Award at the Ottawa Watercolour Society this year. Randell’s works are 
in both private and corporate collections throughout the world.

Gerry Thompson !  British Columbia
Gerry was born in and grew up in Vancouver. She spent several years 
in Alberta where she taught music at a college, and where she earned 
her Associate degree from the Royal Conservatory of Music as a solo 
performer in piano. There she began her painting career. Her three 
children were born in Three Hills, Alberta. In 1974 Gerry moved to 
Abbotsford with her family. She continued to teach piano in her studio, 
Thompson Studios, also training student teachers at that time. She en-
rolled in the Fine Arts program at the Fraser Valley College, studying 
under Mircho and Janina Jakabow. After graduating from the program, 
with a major in painting and printmaking, Gerry began to teach water-
colour in the Continuing Education Department of the College. Her 
classes continued for  several years, until she moved to Vancouver in 
1989. At that time a group of her students formed The Fraser Valley 
Watercolour Society. These artists flourish to this day. Her award-
winning paintings are found in collections throughout the world.

Richard Bélanger !  Québec
Richard Bélanger explored oil painting and dreamt of becoming a car-
toonist. He registered in the Famous Artist course, a correspondence 
course, and later entered the Académie des arts du Canada. It was there 
that he experimented with several different techniques related to com-
mercial art and hence discovered his true passion: watercolour. Richard 
enriched his studies by participating in workshops given by well-
known american watercolour painters, notably, Don Stone (AWS) and 
Kevin Raines. In 1980, he received a bursary from the Elizabeth 
Greenshields Foundation. In 1991, he won the first prize (Gold Medal 
of Honour) from the American Watercolour Society and in 1993, the 
‘’Garnet Award’’ from the Adirondacks National Exhibition of Ameri-
can Watercolors. In 2008, he won the ‘’Don Kingman Award’’ from 
the American Watercolor Society and an ‘’Honourable Mention’’ from 
the Louisiana Watercolor Society. In 2009 he was accepted in the Art 
Kudos competition, Georgia, U.S.A. Richard Bélanger is a figurative 
realist painter who is associated with the New England school. He uses 
watercolour, egg tempera, oils and acrylics as his principal mediums. A 
perfectionist, he places great importance on the permanency of 
pigments.The artist derives his inspiration from light. “It is the light 
that, above all, inspires my subjects,” he says. He enjoys depicting 
slice-of-life scenes often with humour and contemporary subjects, 
whether of the country or the city. His works evoke a story--a past or 
future happening… Richard has participated in many solo and group 
exhibitions. His works have been acquired by private collectors and 
corporations and can be found in Canada, the U.S. and in Europe.
