This last four years have been an
excellent experience in learning about the processes involved
in running exhibitions, from the applying for gallery spaces to
the organizing of jurying and finding a way to hang our beauti-
ful works such that it shows off the best we have to offer. I
have made some wonderful connections as a result of being
involved with this process.

I have suggested that this position be divided into three and
run as a committee with one person being the over seeing chair
of exhibitions. I believe that this could make the job less oner-
ous to volunteers. Perhaps one could manage the search for
gallery space, completing applications and maintaining records
of the shows, a second could oversee the registration and jury-
ing, and the third could take care of the hanging of the exhibi-
tion and the vernissage. I would be willing if needed to do one
part, preferably one of the latter two and could offer advice on
any of the process. Please consider it, it offers a fascinating
view of the art world.

Dr. Shirley Thomson dies at 80

--“Tremendous Art Advocate”

Dr. Shirley Thomson, former head of the National Gallery
of Canada and one of the country’s most passionate advo-
cates for the arts, died August 10, 2010, just two days be-
fore her aortic heart valve was scheduled to be replaced.
With great sadness and shock I remembered her great
contribution to the art world and to the OWS. She had
been the Director of the National Gallery of Canada and the
Canada Arts Council and at the age of 80, the head of the
Cultural Property Review Board of Canada. She was a
formidable administrator. She received numerous honours,
the Order of Canada, a similar award from France and sev-
eral honorary doctorates from various Universities.
Significant to members of the Ottawa Watercolour
Society is that she agreed to open the 30th OWS Anniver-
sary Exhibition at the Cube Gallery in 2007. The following
year she also acted as juror at the next Juried Exhibition at
the Cube Gallery. We were so honoured that she accepted,
took the time to research watercolour, prepare a speech,
type out the transcript of her speech and give it to the
OWS. She spent a lot of time looking at every painting,
arriving early and leaving late. This was a time when she
was fully engaged at the review board and so many other
functions.
She became a life time honorary member of the OWS.
Her passing leaves a big void for all of us. She can't be
replaced. A Memorial service was held in Ottawa at the
National Gallery of Canada, September 16.

It is with regret that we announce the passing of Leonard Ger-
brandt on October 23, 2010. He received a few days earlier a fatal
head injury as a result of an accidental fall from a ladder during fall
yard cleaning at the Ottawa Mennonite Church. A memorial service
took place at the church Saturday, October 30, including a time of
sharing about Leonard.

I was astounded at the number of people who attended the serv-
ice. | arrived at the church 15 minutes before the service was to start
and discovered that the main sanctuary was filled to capacity. A side
room had been set up with chairs and a screen displaying the proceed-
ings taking place in the sanctuary.

By the time the service began all seats were taken and many peo-
ple were standing. Leonard and his wife, Ute, clearly gave help to
many people in their community and through their efforts with refu-
gees, as we heard from the many testimonials at the service, and after
at the time of sharing.

I spoke on behalf of the Ottawa Watercolour Society and also read
a letter written by CSPWC President, Peter Marsh.

Many artists were unable to attend the service due to the fact that
there were two large art shows in the area, and as we all know, the
artists must be at their booths for the duration of most shows, espe-
cially Art Expo where the artists must look after their sales.

Leonard was an active member of the Ottawa Watercolour Soci-
ety since 1977. He was our President in the early 1990s and was our
Exhibitions Co-ordinator from 2001 to 2006.For the past year he has
been the Regional Director of the Canadian Society of Painters in Wa-
tercolour, eastern division. In this role, he has been co-ordinating a
watercolour symposium to take place in Ottawa next June.

He had unfailing enthusiasm and could always be relied upon to
volunteer to help organize events, hang paintings for shows and fre-
quently he and Ute welcomed us into their home for meetings. Quite
an athlete, Leonard frequently arrived at our meetings and events on
his bicycle. His watercolours with his attention to landforms, erosion
and glaciers, have hung in many exhibitions in and around Ottawa.
They have been an inspiration and a delight.

Leonard made a great and valuable contribution to the art com-
munity. He will be missed.

Ken Finch also shared sentiments about Leonard and I am includ-
ing a part of this with Ken’s permission:

Leonard was an inspired teacher and artist who had a passion for
painting the poetry found in the landscape and who loved to share his
thoughts and ideas with colleagues and students. He was much ad-
mired for his technical knowledge and expertise in the art of watercol-
our painting.

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Leonard Gerbrandt earned an Honours BA in Fine Art from the Uni-
versity of Guelph, but he had much more than that. He also had that
special love of living, living to the fullest, to do his utmost, his very

best--even better than any academic degree. It was the degree of life
he cherished.

I did not know him well, only having met him a couple or so
times through a mutual connection with the Ottawa Watercolour
Society but he made an impression at our first encounter. Strange
how we sense something and those perhaps previously unknown
feelings immediately spring forward when we’re faced with the
abrupt and traumatic realities of our fragile lives.

Leonard, more than I certainly know in my short time having
known him, from all reports, was always willing to help whoever
crossed his path and needed his support in one way or another. He
indeed died while doing just that, helping others do a clean-up at his
church and getting the yard ready for the winter. He accidentally fell
from a ladder and died of massive brain injuries.

Very shortly after Leonard’s death, I was talking with a neurolo-
gist at the Civic Hospital in Ottawa and the discussion turned to the
matter of the shortness of life, and issue of death, the thing we don’t
want to face. How abrupt it can be.

“Yes,” I said, “I know an artist who just died in a terrible acci-
dent” and I described what had happened and I told him his name.
The doctor works at the hospital but I didn’t really expect him to
know, afterall hundreds if not thousands move through that hospital
daily.

Then, suddenly, he stopped. Did you say, “Gerbrandt” ? “Yes,
that’s his name,” I said.

“Leonard Gerbrandt?”, he asked.

“Yes”, I said.

He was totally caught off-guard, and so was [, and I don’t re-
member exactly what he said next but the message was that, “I have
one of his paintings. I see it every day ... I love that painting”.

Small World.

Everyone has heard that artists live on because of their art.
More power to you, Leonard...

Given his “joie de vivre”, as the French say, it is little wonder
that Leonard was so intense, so involved with people and activities.

Let me quote from the Ottawa Citizen death announcement that
said, “He is a member of the Ottawa Watercolour Society and Re-
gional Director of Eastern Ontario for the Canadian Society of Paint-
ers in Water Colour (CSPWC). As a member of Nakkertok Ski Club
he spent countless hours preparing trails.”

He and Ute, his wife and companion of more than 42 years,
“have been involved for many years with refugees through the Refu-
gee Assistance Program of the Ottawa Mennonite Church. Leonard
loved people and loved helping them.”

It was in the Mennonite Heritage Centre Gallery publication,
CANVASsS, that not too long ago, Leonard chronicled his own evolu-
tion as an artist. He began by saying, “As an artist, [ am fascinated
with landforms, especially those due to erosion or glaciation. I gen-
erally familiarize myself with a subject by initially drawing and
painting in a representational manner. In emphasizing the design and
visual patterns some abstraction evolves. I am drawn to the in-
between-world in which the landscape is a vehicle for design with
specific representation being subordinate, though with a sense of
place, leaving interpretation up to the viewer’s imagination.

“I have early memories of always drawing things and at twelve
receiving an oil painting kit, an unusual gift in a Mennonite home,
from my parents, and teaching myself to paint. Growing up in rural
Manitoba, my idol as an artist was Clarence Tillinus; his illustrations
and pen drawing instructions in The Country Guide magazine being
my primary introduction to art. I grew up admiring Diirer inspired

illustrations in the ‘Biblische Geschichte’, thinking that the wood
engravings were pen drawings.”

After a commercial art job in Winnipeg, where he was intro-
duced to screen-printing, Leonard went on to say, “I worked on geo-
logical surveys in northern Saskatchewan during the summers. Fly-
ing in bush planes over the pre-cambrian shield was both a thrill and
a revelation. Instead of being closed in by trees I saw the forests,
lakes and swamps wih a majestic overview. This appreciation for an
aerial view has influenced much of my work.”

It was, “while at the University of Guelph majoring in fine art |
discovered the world of engraving and etching,” said Leonard. It was
that discovery that ultimately would have a great impact on the rest
of his life. Toward the conclusion of his studies, he had “heard
about” a chemist turned printmaker, Stanley Hayter, and his Atelier
17 in Paris. Later in Ottawa, Leonard was teaching visual art in high
school and was able to get access to a printing press at the Ottawa
School of Art (OSA). He began to experiment, “with Hayter’s
method using his book, New Ways of Gravure, as a guide.”

From 1972 onward, with some interruptions, Leonard was
teaching printmaking at the OSA and in 1973 after a teaching con-
tract at Canterbury High School he designed and constructed, “a
variation of an André Bieler type pneumatic press, funded by an
Ontario Arts Council grant.” He was a board member of the OSA
and was instrumental in setting up its printmaking studio, which is
named after him.

“My work as printmaker and teacher changed in going to Bang-
ladesh where my wife, Ute, had an international development as-
signment (1984-86). There I was a local volunteer with the Mennon-
ite Central Committee, advising on art and product designs for their
Job Creation Program. For this I frequently traveled across Bangla-
desh by air, giving me the opportunity to see that generally flat rice
paddy patchwork land from my favourite perspective--the aerial
point of view. At the same time being away from printing presses it
was natual to turn to other forms of art, in my case to watercolour
and photography.” He was the first foreigner to be invited to join the
Chittagong Photographic Society and earned an Honorable Mention
on their behalf in an international photo competition

In 1987 back in Canada he returned to the OSA and instead of
printmaking, he focused on watercolours and drawing and was OWS
President in the early ‘90s. He was Exhibition Coordinator for about
five years starting in 2001. At the time of his death he was the Re-
gional Director of Eastern Ontario, heading up the arrangements for
the 2011 CSPWC Symposium in Ottawa next summer.

There is still so much to say about Leonard but the last word
must go to the Nakkertok Cross Country Ski Club that was also a
huge part of his life. In their Memoriam, they said: “Folklore has it
that Leonard came to Nakkertok about 20 years ago after he was
caught removing a troublesome tree on Trail 40 in Gatineau Park. At
Nakkertok, Leonard quickly became the “prince of the Middle King-
dom’, taking on the task of rebuilding Trail 3 (north to south) as well
as renewing our good relations with the property owners of all trails
not located at the north and south trailheads. Leonard completed the
Gold Coureur des Bois in the Canadian Ski Marathon 10 times.
Leonard was a steady pacer. He would arrive at the Gold Camp after
dark when others were getting ready to sleep, cheerful, as always,
and happy to be alive and outside on a cold February night. As he
was known to say, ‘Heaven can wait another day’!”

Mancino up on

teaching art for
Watercolourists

Shirley Mancino is full of energy and for
years has been bringing it to bear on her ca-
reer in art. Her enthusiasm is infectious and
showed itself recently as she challenged and
encouraged members of a recent two-day
workshop at her studio in Westport, to step
outside the constraints of so-called “nor-
malcy”.

Shirley, a new member of the Ottawa
Watercolour Society, invited her attentive
class participants to open their minds in their
approach to art--whether using watercolours,
acrylics or other media. The emphasis in the
workshop was on watercolours, liquid acrylics
and collage.

The initial approach was an introduction
to painting that dealt with many of the aspects
artists should take into consideration. These
included the expected: the paints, brushes,
paper, canvas, masonite, gesso, etc. It, of
course, included composition and housekeep-

ing necessities of cleaning brushes...not allow- g of the participants included Beatsie McLean (L.) and Pat MacAulay.

ing cross-contamination of the paints.

But, that aside, the fun began when everyone was let loose to use
their imaginations. How about using all sorts of things other than just
the usual watercolours or acrylics and normal things like watercolour
paper and canvas?

How about mixing up some polyfilla or squeezing it out all over
your canvas or watercolour paper? Many artists have gone this route

but for some in the workshop it was an approach that was totally for-
eign. The idea, in the end, worked ! The Polyfilla and other such
material was left to dry overnight and the next day the prepared items
were ready for painting.

The choice was up to the individual artists. Use watercolours or
liquid acrylics, or a combination of them. It was time to find out how,
particularly watercolours, would react being applied, of all things, on
top of Polyfilla or the other such materials!

It was a case of being surprized at what happened. Imagine a
traditionalist staring at watercolours that are collecting on the sheet in

little pockets making uncontrollable saturated pools of colour while
being absorbed in other spots in an unusual manner. Strange, but
intriguing. It certainly was not 300 Ib. Arch and Windsor Newton in
the “normal fashion”. The “floor trowel” marks made for an inter-
esting design in the sample below.

Other unexpected effects were created by “crushed egg
shells”, package containers from cookies and even netting from, I
think it was, fruit packaging ! We used netting, onion bags, tem-
plates, bubble wrap, etc. to both make impressions in the modeling
pastes and to paint through.

Shirley Mancino has plenty of experience to bring to her excit-
ing workshops that goes beyond art. It involves her travel, educa-
tion and interest, and exploration of exotic cultures. It shows up in
her art which can be seen on-line and in many venues readily ac-
cessible to readers of this article.

Her website says: “Shirley Mancino is re-
nowned for her courageous exploration of
mixed media and experimental techniques.
‘My soul sings” when I work loosely and

abstractly. I love the ethereal quality that
happens when I superimpose a figure on top
of an underpainting allowing the lower lev-
els to shine through. My mission is to leave
something to the viewers’ imagination.”

For her next session, after she returns
this winter from the far east, she is inviting

artists to “Awaken your creative spirit and playful nature. White
paper syndrome is common to artists at all levels. Not here! Learn
to use liquid acrylics and collage elements as a vehicle for bold and
loose self-expression. At press time the April 2011 workshop was
already fully booked.
