More than 80 Paintings
entered for OWatermediaO
Exhibition held by OWS

We have just wrapped up our 60" OWS exhibition “Water-
media” hung on the beautiful stone walls of St. Brigid’s
Center for the Arts and Humanties.

More than 80 paintings were submitted and 39 were
chosen by our jurors; Anne Barkley, Stuart Beaty, Ted Dun-
can, Renate Hulley, and Jim Weller, who so kindly agreed
to do the difficult task.

After much encouragement from members of the Soci-
ety, this was the first time in a number of years to open up
the OWS to more current applications of watercolour. We
included submissions of watermedia and use of supports
such as canvas and Yupo, even allowing works not framed
under glass. Nevertheless, the majority of works received
remained true to the old traditions of transparent watercol-

our on paper under glass, and the final show clearly repre-
sented this. Does this mean that we are not quite as ready to
experiment as some have suggested?

The exhibition looked very attractive, on a wide range
of themes, from construction, to portraits and florals, with a
variety of styles from abstract to high realism. This space
seemed to work very well with our needs, although it re-
mains under development. By next year the side entrance is
to be renovated, including an outside notice board showing
current events, and an elevator is to be installed for wheel-
chair accessibility.

Pavlov Paintings Accepted for Canada and U.S.A. Shows

Victor Pavlov, Ottawa Watercolour Society Member, learned
first that “Time Bubbles” and “Nocturne”, two of his oils, had
been selected for the AOE Arts Council Selections 2009 exhibi-
tion at the Shenkman Arts Gallery in Orleans. But right after
that he had another surprise.

Another of his paintings, “Romantic Puzzle”, one of the
three shown above, was selected for an exhibition organized by
Frederic Remington Art Museum, Ogdensburg, New York,
U.S.A. for a show that opens November 7 and runs until Janu-
ary 16 next year.

It’s quite an achievement, to which Pavlov said, “that these
two events in combination with the two paintings accepted at
the OWS show [at St. BrigidQsmakes October very busy and
exceptionally exciting for me.”

There were more than 216 submissions from 70 artists for
Selections 2009 and the jury--an artist, a university art de-
partment member and a gallery director--admitted they had
difficulty choosing 60 works of art for the final selection. The
Selections 2009 exhibit runs until October 27.

In the United States, Victor faced a similar number of
hopefuls striving for a chance to exhibit their efforts. The
show in Ogdensburg opens on Saturday, November 7 with a
reception/vernissage from 2:00 to 4:00 p.m.

In addition to Victor, three other Ottawa Watercolour So-
ciety Members had their works accepted for the Selections
2009 show at the Trinity Art Gallery, part of the Shenkman
Arts Centre. They included: Erika DZruaz, Ann Gruchy
and Pina Manoni-Rennick.

Volunteers Sought to Help with Initiative

CSPWC Watercolour Symposium in Ottawa being planned for 2011

At last year's AGM I asked how many
would be interested in planning a Sym-
posium in Ottawa for 2010. The hope
was for CSPWC, celebrating its 85th
Anniversary, November 11, 2010, to
make connections with the National Gal-
lery of Canada (NGA) and so I sug-
gested a three-day seminar with the
NGA . The purpose would be to:

a) see a wider range of watercolours in
the Prints and Drawing Room collection

b) gain an understanding of policies
and practices in acquiring paintings in
watercolour,

¢) learn about the Gallery's storage and
exhibition exposure of watercolours and,

d) have a 'paint in', in the 'Great Hall'.

I talked to Prints and Drawings staff

about the feasibility of this and presented
this at the CSPWC AGM last May.
Subsequently Renate Hulley had a
chance to speak to Marc Mayer, the new
director of the National Gallery. He is
interested in the NGA cooperating in such
an event. Since then Renate plus Sally
Jackson and Rosemary Randell and I
have had two meetings with Katherine
Zarull, CSPWC Vice President (who
comes to Ottawa periodically) and is keen
on planning this event. From seminars on
Thursday and Friday with a 'paint in' at
the NGA on Saturday, possibly in Octo-
ber, plans are now forming for a mid-June
2011 Symposium with a combination of
NGA seminars and watercolour work-
shops at the Ottawa School of Art culmi-

nating in the NGA 'paint in' and a panel £
discussion.

We also hope to get local galleries to
feature watercolours in June 2011. Pre-
ceding the event, we plan to invite high
schools to participate by having them
focus on watercolour in their art clas-
ses, possibly having OWS teacher-
members demonstrating the medium at <
the participating high schools. All of this
will be designed to building up a synergy &
of watercolour energy for June g
2011 symposium.

We will need more members to help in
planning and executing all this so let me
know if you want to come on board!
